FACTUAL BACKGROUND

This is a False Claims Act proceeding brought against a Fort

Polk employee currently on disability.  The United States has

brought suit against the Defendant, Charles White, for fraudulently

concealing income earned from self employment during his period of

alleged total disability.  Defendant's unreported income was

derived from cattle breeding and cattle sales made by Defendant

during the period 1990-1993. Defendant was under an obligation to

report any earnings derived from employment or self-employment to

the Office of Worker's Compensation. This reporting requirement 

was a condition to Defendant's continued receipt of disability

benefits. 5 U.S.C. Section 8106(b); 20 C.F.R. Section 10.125(a).
