Performance Standards for Electronics Technician, FG-0856-12
Major Job Responsibility: Maintains and supports the FAA Academy National Airspace System (NAS) equipment and training environment. 

Outcome: All assigned equipment is current, operational, available, and reliable for use by AMP-200 customers.    

Expectation(s): FG-856-12, Electronic Technicians will serve as Technician in Depth (TID) on AMP-200 NAS Systems.
Safety: Complies with established safety regulations. 

Preventive Maintenance: All preventive maintenance tasks and procedures are accomplished per the posted schedule, unless an agreed exception and/or deferral exist between the supervisor and employee. 

Corrective Maintenance – Training in Session: Technician will respond immediately upon being made aware of the equipment discrepancy and will repair the equipment. If the repair is not possible by the close of business, recommend alternative action to the supervisor and customer. 

Corrective Maintenance – Training not in Session: Equipment will be repaired to allow for Operational Reliability Testing (ORT) or availability to the customer. If repair is not possible prior to utilization, recommend alternative action to the supervisor and customer.

Corrective Maintenance - Emergency Restoration: When assigned, the technician will return equipment to normal operations, make an unsafe situation safe or secure/restore equipment in such a way to protect government assets. 

Operational Reliability Testing (ORT):  The technician will perform all applicable system checks to ensure equipment is ready for intended use prior to scheduled utilization.    

Modification - Installation: Modifications will be installed, so equipment passes the modification specific test and/or the ORT.

Modification - Documentation: Documentation will be completed within one day of installation and verification.  

Configuration Management/Software & Diagnostic Analysis: Expectation to be developed, on an individual basis, per equipment assignment. 

Assessment Source(s): Supervisor notes & observations, voluntary self-assessment, technical assessment(s), equipment certification, full facility evaluation, and customer feedback on equipment/laboratory status.
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
